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         A MESSAGE FROM THE TOWN MANAGER’S DESK 
Pennsylvania Avenue Streetscape Project – The Town is pleased to announce that the 
Streetscape Project in the downtown district has been completed.  The streetscape project is just 
the beginning of many more improvements that will be occurring in the downtown district. The 
Town is still working with a few of the property owners to bring existing buildings into 
compliance with the Town standards.  The corner building at State Street and Pennsylvania 
Avenue is under contract and as soon as some of the legalities regarding land rights are cleared up, 
you will see some much needed construction activity.  The streetscape project would have not been 
possible without the financial support of the DelDOT Transportation Enhancement Project, Town 
Elected Officials and Staff, and the Downtown Revitalization Committee. 

     
Gordy Park Upgrade Project – We are also pleased to announce the Gordy Park Upgrade Project 
has been completed. On July 13, 2009 we had a ribbon cutting ceremony to celebrate the upgrades.  
The park upgrade includes two full size basketball courts and new playground equipment.  A new 
feature to the park is an obstacle course for skate boards and BMX bikes.  The skate park is the 
first of its’ kind in Delmar and we are happy to provide another type of outside recreation for our 
residents. We ask that everyone enjoy the park upgrades, however, most importantly follow the 
posted rules and play safe.   In a joint effort the Town and the Parks and Recreation Council have 
hired two individuals to monitor the park during the next several weeks, seven days per week 
between the hours of 4:00 p.m.–8:30 p.m.  This project would not have been possible without the 
funding assistance of Community Playgrounds and Parks, Wicomico County Program Open Space, 
Town Elected Officials and Staff, and the Parks and Recreation Council.

State Street Park Summer Recreation Program –This program, in past years, was funded by 
Wicomico County Recreation and Parks Council, however, due to budget cuts the program was 
eliminated indefinitely from the County’s budget.  The Town wanted to ensure that in spite of the 
County’s budget cuts, we still offered supervised summer recreation for our youth. Therefore, the 
Town along with a financial contribution from the Kiwanis Club made it possible to continue the 
State Street Summer Recreation Program. The recreation program runs Monday thru Friday from 
10:30 a.m.–4:30 p.m. The program will end August 21, 2009.  The Town would like to give 
special thanks to the Kiwanis Club for their financial contribution which purchased board games, 
balls, etc., for the youth participating in the summer recreation program.

Maryland.   
 
Public Health, Office of Drinking Water and Delmar Utility Commission routinely monitor for contaminants in your drinking 
water according to Federal and State laws.  This table shows the results of our monitoring for the period of January 1st to 
December 31st 2008.   
 
In this table, you will find many terms and abbreviations with which you might not be familiar.  To help you better understand 
these terms, we have provided the following definitions: 
Non-Detects (ND) - laboratory analysis indicates that the constituent is not present. 
Parts per million (ppm) or Milligrams per liter (mg/l) - one part per million corresponds to one minute in two years or a single 
penny in $10,000. 
Parts per billion (ppb) or Micrograms per liter - one part per billion corresponds to one minute in 2,000 years, or a single penny 
in $10,000,000.  
Action Level - the concentration of a contaminant which if exceeded, triggers treatment or other requirements, which a water 
system must follow. 
Treatment Technique (TT) - A treatment technique is a required process intended to reduce the level of a contaminant in drinking 
water. 
Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) - The “Maximum Allowed” (MCL) is the highest level of a contaminant allowed in drinking 
water.  MCLs are set as close to the MCLGs as feasible using the best available treatment technology. 
Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) - The “Goal” (MCLG) is the level of a contaminant in drinking water below which 
there is no known or expected risk to health.  MCLGs allow for a margin of safety. 
Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) –The highest level of a disinfectant allowed in drinking water.  There is 
convincing evidence that addition of a disinfectant is necessary for control of microbial contaminants. 
Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG) –The level of a drinking water disinfectant below which there is no known 
or expected risk to health.  MRDLGs do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to control microbial contaminants.

*  The state allows us to monitor for some contaminants less than once per year because the concentrations of these contaminants do not 
change frequently.  Some of our data, though representative, are more than one year old.  
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All other contaminants were in compliance with the Safe Drinking Water Act. 
 
As you can see by the table, our system had no violations.  We are proud that your drinking water meets or exceeds all Federal 
and State requirements.  We have learned through our monitoring and testing that some constituents have been detected.  The 
EPA has determined that level in your water is below the MCL.  
 
As water travels over the land or underground, it can pick up substances or contaminants such as; microbial, such as viruses and 
bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants and wildlife; inorganic containments, such as salts and metals, which can 
be naturally-occurring or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges or from farming; 
pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources, such as agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and 
residential uses; organic chemicals contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which can be from gas 
stations and urban storm water runoff; and radioactive contaminates.   
 
Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants.  
The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk.  More information about

MCL’s are set at very stringent levels.  To understand the possible health effects described for many regulated constituents, a 
person would have to drink 2 liters of water every day at the MCL level for a lifetime to have a one-in-a-million chance of having 
the described health effect. 
 
Thank you for allowing us to continue providing your family with clean, quality water this year.  In order to maintain a safe and 
dependable water supply we sometimes need to make improvements that will benefit all of our customers.  These improvements 
are sometimes reflected as rate structure adjustments.  Thank you for understanding. 
 
Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-compromised 
persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with 
HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk from infections.

If 
you send your tax bill to your mortgage company to pay 
your taxes, this form MUST be remitted with your 
payment in order to receive the discount.  
Please be informed that no discounts will be given after 
September 30th or after initial payment has been received 
and processed. Discount is on property taxes only; this 
DOES NOT apply to the garbage fee.
